Guidelines

Purposes of the Award

1. To recognize a Congressperson or Senator who has assisted significantly in the passage of legislation that benefits higher education, especially community college education.

2. To assist the American Association of Community Colleges (AACC) in recognizing those efforts.

Criteria for Selection

Recommendations for the Congressional Award will be taken from the AACC Federal Affairs Office. These recommendations will be combined with any recommendations from the CRD Board of Directors and submitted to the AACC Federal Affairs Office for review and consideration. The final decision will be made by that office. Care should be taken to assure that the legislator has not been honored for the same purpose within the past four years.
