Joy Wohl LeCuyer joined CRD in 1994 and participated actively in Region VI and national CRD events. She became membership chair for Region VI in 1998, Regional Director-elect in 1999, and Director of Region VI in 2000. Joy held four CRD Vice Presidencies: Regional Services 2001, Annual/National Conference 2002, Programs 2003, and Finance 2005; she also chaired Senior Symposium in 2004. She served as Interim Executive Director of CRD in 2007, and received the Lifetime Service Award in that year. Joy was asked to coordinate the initial phases of the CRD Capital Campaign and chose to establish this endowment as a lead gift with a $10,000 pledge to culminate with CRD’s 50th National Conference. 

The LeCuyer National Conference Scholarship Endowment Fund was established as an irrevocable fund with a founding gift by Joy Wohl LeCuyer. The corpus of this fund will be held in perpetuity and only a portion of earnings will be awarded to support the program outlined below. Other earned income from the endowment will be returned to the original corpus to help build the fund. It is understood that a minimum of $10,000 must exist in this endowment before funds will be distributed, and that the annual income generated must be at least $500 before funds will be awarded. Additional gifts to the endowment may be added to the corpus at any time. 

Income from the LeCuyer National Conference Scholarship Endowment will be used to finance an annual scholarship to the National Conference. After notice to the membership concerning the availability of the award, selection of the recipient will be made according to procedures developed and approved by the board of directors. Preference will be given to CRD members attending their first national conference.
